The President introduced Vice President Walt Gallahan who gave a Safety briefing outlining restroom facilities, emergency exits, first aid materials, equipment and procedures.
The President gave the Treasurer’s report in the absence of Treasurer, Sharon Warfuel  
The President introduced Secretary, Judy Snyder, who read the minutes of the previous meeting.
The President then introduced County Commissioner Wayne Bolla. Commissioner Bolla reported on the following issue:
· Status of County plans for road repairs and maintenance on Bottomridge Drive.
He outlined the Clay County Departments involved in the project as:
1. Clay County Utilities:  Water source and Sanitary Sewer
2. Public Works:  Storm Drains, Piping, Asphalt & Paving (to include dips and swelling in roadways)
Commissioner Bolla then introduced Jeremy Johnson, the Chief Operations Officer of Clay County Utilities Authority (CCUA) and Kevin Ledbetter. Utility Engineer, Clay County Utilities Authority.  Mr. Johnson stated that the project is projected to start in May with the object of keeping the water flowing with the least amount of interruptions. He stated that the residents would be notified of projected service interruptions in advance. He described the locations of the water mains as being very close to some property lines. He added that zone-spaced water valves will be installed for more control of water. He stressed that the flags placed in yards marking utility locations should not be moved to enable the accurate placement of work.  
Commissioner Bolla reported that the County will be sending out letters to inform residents of “Stormwater Assessment” fee of $50M TO $60 per lot per year.
